· Immigration, Asylum and Refugee - Local concerns about the effects of migration on the local area; impact of national policy on migration (such as asylum dispersal) on the local area; racist attacks. 

· Racially and Religious – such as actions of racist organisations; racially and/or religiously motivated incidents and offences; concerns within communities – including faith communities about hate crime. 

· Sexual orientation, racial and religious – actions of racist organisations; homophobic, racially and or religious motivated incidents and offences; concerns within communities including faith communities about hate crime.

· Criminal – such as gang activity and anti-social behaviour
